In 2005, he was
appointed as the under-secretary of the Pontifical Council for the Family, and as Vice-President of the Pontifical
Academy for Life in 2006. He was appointed secretary of the Pontifical Council for the Family and Titular Bishop of
Entrevaux in October 2009, being ordained bishop on 12 December. He is a member of the Emmanuel Community.
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
